	Air side risk 
	No longer relevant

	2. 
	Mobile Phone
	ALA opposes. No reason to differentiate between using mobile phone and other offences therefore penalty too high.  

Needs to be causal link before any recovery should be obtained

	3. 
	Road and Road Related Area Redefined
	ALA opposes. Will reduce the coverage of the scheme inconsistent with the aims of the CTP Scheme. ALA opposes.

	4. 
	Assisting Nominal Defendant
	ALA supports the information being provided but only if there are defences for non provision of same in appropriate circumstances. Therefore ALA opposes the current amendment.

	5. 
	127AA Prescribed Information
	ALA strongly opposes any increases to the bureaucratic process. Information sought is obtained by way of a current claim form. An indication of the ability to obtain legal advice imperative.

	6. 
	Hit Run Recovery
	ALA opposes the recovery provision in its current form. In ALA’s view there needs to be a causal nexis for there to be any appropriate basis for recovery.

	7. 
	Excesses in compulsory third party schemes
	ALA opposes excesses in compulsory third party schemes and sees  no need to increase although the increase is relatively modest.

	8. 
	Section 99 caused by or arising out of the driving of a motor vehicle.
	ALA opposes these amendments as they will further limit the areas of liability of the scheme and the ability of the injured to retain compensation.

	9. 
	Chain of Responsibility
	ALA supports the notion that there will be penalties for those who actively encourage failures to comply.

	10. 
	Limiting International Judgements
	ALA supports the notion that they should be limited to our scheme. However its effectiveness remains to be seen.

	11. 
	PCA – Changes to the prescribed limit from .15g to .1g
	ALA opposes this amendment and says that a fair level is currently achieved at .15g.

	12. 
	Changes to assessing non economic loss
	ALA opposes these changes. No evidence of a sufficient basis for change exists.

	13. 
	Uninsured and unregistered vehicles
	ALA opposes this change. It reduces the area of coverage and is inconsistent with the objectives of the CTP Scheme.
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
